Student Access of Websites at School

From my discussions with different students and classes

at different schools over the past three years it is clear that
most students including upper elementary grade students
use their computers and smart phones in ways their parents
are often not aware they are using them. The recent rise and
popularity of social media has attracted most students of all
ages. It is easy to access, it is free, and it can be accessed by
computer, ipad, and smart phone.

While using technology is good for many reasons it can
also be used to cause harm to others. Cyber-bullying is now
common in many schools and countries. It can do serious
harm to students and is sometimes difficult to detect who is
doing it. It's also different from traditional bullying in
challenging ways. The bully can remain anonymous and
unaware of the pain inflicted on the target. Middle school
kids who are just learning to navigate the social scene may
not realize how hurtful online comments can be.

While research shows that cyber-bullying makes both boys
and girls feel angry, sad, and embarrassed, girls are more
likely to react with frustration-"Why doesn’t anyone like
me?”-while boys are more often scared, perhaps of back
alley retribution.

Schools need to discuss with students the proper uses of
cyber communication and help them to understand the hurt
and harm that cyber-bullying can cause. This is an area KAS
will spend more time discussing with students and helping
them to use technology responsibly.

The most important instruction students can get is from their
parents. Parents should know what their children are doing
on their computers and discuss with their children their
family and cultural values in relation to what they are
accessing. It is often the case of children going to their
rooms and parents simply not knowing what their children
are doing on the internet.

KAS has now taken strong steps to eliminate access for
students and staff at school to social media and sites that are
inappropriate. We encourage parents to become actively
involved with knowing what their children are accessing
and having family discussions about this.

Dear KAS Community,

This week was a very busy week for many of our students,
staff, and families. Some of our 11th and 12th grade
students were faced with an extra challenge — sitting for
the AP exams. Here at KAS, we offer several Advanced
Placement (AP) courses, which students can enroll in
during their 11th and 12th grade years. These year-long,
AP courses are extra rigorous by including teaching
methods, course material, and assignments at the
university level. They are much faster-paced, and cover
more material in their duration. For this reason, not every
student is required, or expected, to enroll in an AP course.
These courses are designed for those who have met
pre-requisite requirements, and who show a genuine
interest in being challenge by course in a study of their
interest. AP courses look great on school transcripts when
applying to universities abroad because admission
committees recognize a student’s ability to perform at the
college level. Furthermore, some universities even offer
college credit to students who earn a high score on their
AP exam. As you can see, a student’s decision to take an
AP course, and sit for an AP exam, can sometimes save
time and money down the road.

There are over 30 AP Courses in a variety of study areas
such as the Sciences, Mathematics & Computer Science,
English, World Languages, History, and the Arts (see link
below). While it is impossible to offer every course here
at KAS, we try to offer a variety every year, in order to
meet the needs of our students.

One of the best things about the AP Exams is that any high
school student can take them, even if they haven’t taken
the course! This means, if you have background
knowledge in Chinese, for example, you could sit for the
AP Chinese Language & Culture Exam and possibly earn
college credit. Or, you can prepare for an AP exam by
studying over the summer, using the many resources
available online and in book format, before sitting for the
AP exam.

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Grade 1 Stories

In 1st Grade we are learning about the stories people have to tell.
We have been looking at the lessons we learn from different types
of stories, and we have been re-writing some of the more famous
fairy tales and folk stories.

Over the last few weeks, we have been using story maps to
understand how we can write our own stories. While focusing on
the elements of stories, we have tried to improve on our own
writing.

This week Mrs. Andurette challenged us. She combined our unit
work with our grammar work. We had to write a story using these
nouns: store, banana and mom. Here are two of our stories:
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Making money Hand Over Fist alludes to the practice of
making steady financial gain, and usually pretty quickly.
Back in the 18th century the term was originally ‘hand over
hand” and was a nautical term meaning ‘to make fast and
steady progress up a rope’. Later modified to ‘hand over
fist’, alluding to a flat hand passing over the fist gripping the
rope, the phrase widened to describe any steady progress in

the forward direction, never backwards, such as a boat race.

By the late 19th century the financial markets, where often
the largest sums could be made out of industrial shipping,
had adopted the expression.
